On The Day Of Your Baptism
Please bring appropriate clothing to wear into the pool and a towel(s). If you choose to wear a swimsuit please wear shorts and a t-shirt over the suit. Feel free
to email Amy Harris at amy.harris@heartland.cc if you have any questions. Write your “sins or anything you want to leave at the cross” down and place them in a

plain white envelope (we will have paper and envelopes if you need one.)

Arrive by 3:45 p.m. and come directly to the Information Center to pick up nametags and any last minute information. If you have children please arrive by 3:40
p.m. Come dressed in your “normal” clothing. Bring at least one towel. The pool water is set at 90 degrees; however, it can feel very cold when you come out of
the water. You may sit with your family anywhere in the Auditorium. Jon will announce when those being baptized need to come up to stage. At that time head
to the stage stairs where Amy Harris will be.

Two people will go up at a time and place their envelopes on the cross and then head to Jon or Jim to pray. Once you have prayed with Jon or Jim proceed down
the opposite stairs to your seat. This first part of service will take approx 35 minutes. Then, there will be a break. Everyone will proceed outdoors and mingle
while each of you get dressed for immersion. Once you are dressed head outside and sit in the bleachers with your family. Jon will ask all of you to come to

the pool stairs. If you have a “baptism buddy” or spouse or want to go as a family this is the time they come up with you. If you have a child(ren) please check
them out of Launch prior to the immersion. After you have exited the pool we encourage you to cheer on everyone else. However, you may also head in and get

changed if you wish.
